Languages Online (by the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development) contains a variety of language activities, including an Indonesian language activity

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By selecting one of the people an audio file is played pronouncing the phrase. The aim of the exercise is to test whether a student has learnt the Indonesian phrase for “Good morning” and other words, and reinforcing the pronunciation of the word.

A suitable alternative needs to be the equivalent of the activity, thus it needs to test whether the student knows the Indonesian phrase for “Good morning” and other words and provide the pronunciation. For example:
